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NEOBJAVLJENE FIBULE 1Z ASERIJE U
ARHEOLOSKOM MUZEJU U SPLITU

UNPUBLISHED FIBULAE FROM ASSERIA
IN THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL MUSEUM IN SPLIT

Apstrakt

S podrucja anticke Aserije u splitski
Arheoloski muzej dospio je odredeni broj
fibula za koje, nazalost, nemamo precizne
okolnosti nalaza. Aucissa fibule koje su
nedavno objavljene u ovom casopisu, cine
najbrojniju skupinu. U ovoj radnji obradene
su preostale fibule koje, premda malobrojne,
pokazuju tipolosku raznovrsnost. Zastupljeno
je sedam osnovnih tipova predstavijenih
razlicitim varijantama. Uglavnom pripadaju
ranijem vremenu (kraj 1. st. pr. Kr., 1. st.), a
samo nekoliko ih mozemo datirati u kasnije
doba, od cega su kasnoanticki oblici
zastupljeni tek s dvije lukovicaste fibule. No sa
stajalista tipologije jednako su zastupljeni
oblici 1. i oni 2. st., svaki s po tri razlicita
tipa.

Abstract

A certain number of fibulae from ancient
Asseria region without any data about the
circumstances of the discovery are housed in the
Archaeological Museum in Split. Aucissa fibulae
that have recently been published in this journal
make the most numerous group. This paper
presents an analysis of few remaining fibulae
which exhibit surprising typological diversity.
There are seven basic types represented with
different variants. For the most part they can be
dated to somewhat earlier period (late Ist century
BC, Ist century AD), and just few examples can de
dated to a later period, out of which late antique
specimens are represented by only two crossbow
fibulae, but from the typological point of view
forms from the Ist and 2nd centuries are equally
well represented, each with three different types.

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S podrucja Aserije u splitski
Arheoloski muzej dospio je prilican broj
fibula, za koje, na zalost, nemamo
precizne okolnosti nalaza niti je poznato
na koji su nacéin dospjele u Arheoloski
muzej. Vec¢i dio pripada Aucissa fibulama,
koje su objavljene u ranijoj literaturi,! a u
ovoj radnji obradene su preostale fibule
koje, premda malobrojne, pokazuju
tipolosku raznovrsnost. Najbrojnije su one
datirane od kraja 1. st. pr. Kr. i u 1. st.,
odnosno vecina ih pripada tom vremenu,
dok ih tek nekoliko mozemo datirati u
kasnije doba, preciznije u razdoblje 2. ili
pocetak 3. st. Od kasnoanti¢kih oblika
sacuvane su dvije lukoviCaste fibule
datirane u prvu polovicu 4. st.

Najranije su dvije fibule tipa Alesia,
kojima se vrhunac stavlja u razdoblje
posljednjih dvaju desetlje¢a 1. st. pr. Kr.
Pojava tog tipa na raznim je podrucjima
razli¢ito datirana,? a prestaju se proizvoditi u
augustovsko doba, odnosno kada pocinje
masovnija uporaba Aucissa tipa. Njihova

A considerable number of fibulae
from the Asseria region have been acquired
by the Archaeological Museum in Split, but
for the most part the circumstances of
discovery as well as the manner of their
acquistion are unknown. Aucissa fibulae are
the most numerous type and they have

already been published.! This paper presents
an analysis of few remaining fibulae which
exhibit surprising typological diversity.
Fibulae dated to the period from the late 1st
century BC and throughout the 1st century
AD are the most numerous. Only few
specimens can be dated to the later period (the
2nd or early 3rd centuries). Two crossbow
fibulae dated to the first half of the 4th
century represent late antique forms.

The earliest specimens are two fibulae
of the Alesia type which reached peak
production during the last two decades of the
Ist century BC. This fibula type appears for the
first time in different periods in different
regions,? and their production ceases during
the Augustan era, i.e. when the Aucissa type
started to be used more frequently. Their

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pojava na nekom podruc¢ju obi¢no se veze uz
rimske vojne pohode.3 Najgusée ih nalazimo
zastupljene u Francuskoj i sjevernoj Italiji,
ali se Sire na obalnom dijelu provincije
Dalmacije i u unutragnjost do Dunava,® te u
Spanjolskoj.> Fibule Alesia podijeljene su u
dva osnovna tipa s obzirom na konstrukciju
luka.® Za tip 1 karakteristi¢an je trokutasti
luk, koji je gotovo kod svakog primjerka
razli¢ito ukrasen ili oblikovan. Tip II odreden
je time $to ima razvedeniji luk od tipa I, a
znacajka mu je i to Sto su oblici luka u
odredenoj mjeri standardizirani.” S obzirom
na proSirenost Alesia tipa na velikom
podrudju,8 te brojnost varijanti koje se
javljaju u proizvodnji relativno kratkotrajnog
tipa,? sigurno je da su proizvodene u vise
razli¢itih radionica.!0

discovery in a certain area is usually related to

the Roman military missions.3 They were most
densely distributed in France and northern
Italy, but they were also present in the coastal
region of the province of Dalmatia and in the
interior all the way to the Danube River,# and

also in Spain.> Alesia fibulae are classified in
two basic types regarding the construction of
the bow.® Type I is characterized by a
triangular bow whose form and ornamentation
are different on each specimen. Type II has a
more segmented bow than the type I and the
bow forms are standarized to a certain extent.’
Considering the wide distribution of the Alesia
type and the great number of variants
appearing in the production of this relatively
short—lasting type,” it is certain that they were

produced in several different workshops.10

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Primjerku iz Aserije (kat. br. 1, T. I,
1) prema ukrasu na luku mozemo odrediti

sjevernoitalsko podrijetlo.!! Fibule kojima
je luk wukraSen urezanim trokutima
rasporedenima u raznim varijacijama
nastale su na istocnom venetskom podrucju
1 podrucju sjeveroistocnih Alpi, a datiraju
se od 30. do 10. god. pr. Kr., no u zadnjoj
Cetvrtini 1. st. Sire se na susjedna
podrugja.l?

Prema podjeli fibula tipa Alesia I,
koju je, obzirom na ukras luka, izradio
Maurizio Buora,!3 fibula iz Aserije
pripadala bi grupi III koju karakterizira
ukras urezanih trokuta 1 wurezana
srediSnja linija. Pretpostavlja se da su
bas takve proizvodene u Akvileji. Jako je
slicna naSem primjerku fibula iz
Akvileje,14 dvije s lokaliteta San Giorgo
di Nogaro u blizini Akvileje,!5 te jedna
fibula iz Titelberga.!® Dio tih fibula ima
zavrSetak noge uzdignut 1 raskovan u
plo¢icu, S$to nije slucaj s naSim
primjerkom, no taj ih detalj ne odreduje
ni tipoloSki ni vremenski. Radi se,

Specimen from Asseria (cat. no. 1, PL
I, 1) is of northern Italic provenance
according to bow ornament.!! Fibulae with a
bow that is ornamented with incised triangles
distributed in different variations were
produced in the regions of eastern Veneto and
north—eastern Alps. They are dated to the
period from 30 to 10 BC, but in the last

quarter of the Ist century they were also
distributed into the neighbouring regions.12
According to Maurizio Buora’s
classification of fibulae of the Alesia type
I,13 based on the bow ornamentation, the
fibula from Asseria would belong to the
group III which is characterized by an
ornament consisting of incised triangles
and incised central line. Supposedly
exactly this group was produced in
Aquileia. A fibula from Aquileia is very
similar to our specimen,!4 as well as two
fibulae from the site of San Giorgio di
Nogaro in the vicinity of Aquileia,!5 and
one example from Titelberg.!® Some of
these fibulae have an uplifted foot terminal
which was flattened into a plate which is
not the case with our specimen but this

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vjerojatno, o zaokretu u radu jedne ili
vise radionica.

S podru¢ja rimske provincije
Dalmacije potjece jos desetak fibula
Alesia, uglavnom tip I, dok je tip II
manje brojan.

Fibula pod kataloskim brojem 2
(T. I, 2) definirana je u literaturi kao
varijanta Alesia fibula — tip Ljubljana.l”
Znacajka joj je zglobni tuljac $iri od luka
koji je neukraSen i blago se suzava
prema nozi s raskovanom okomitom
plo¢icom na zavrSetku. Primjerak iz
Aserije pokazuje veliku sli¢nost s jednim
ljubljanskim primjerkom koji je, prema
okolnostima nalaza, datiran u razdoblje
od 50. do 25./20. god. pr. Kr.l18
Pretpostavlja se da je tip podrijetlom iz
sjeverne Italije i da ¢e ga istrazivanja na
tom podrucju blize definirati. Takve su
fibule prili¢no rijetke; naime osim dvaju
ljubljanskih primjeraka toj skupini mogu
se dodati jo§ dva s podrucja rimske
Galije!® kojima je luk ne$to masivniji
nego je to slucaj s ranije navedenim
primjercima.

Skupina od pet fibula (kat. br.
3-7) ¢ini cjelinu utoliko S§to sve
pripadaju  skupini tzv. viSestruko
ras¢lanjenih  fibula, koje nastaju
preuzimanjem 1 spajanjem nekih
elemenata Aucissa (konstrukcija
mehanizma za kopcanje igle, ukras na
zavrSetku noge) i Nertomarus ili Langton
Down tipa fibula (luk). Oznacava ih

detail is neither typological nor
chronological determinant. It was
probably just a change in the production of
one or more workshops.

Some ten more Alesia fibulae were
found in the region of the Roman province
of Dalmatia, mostly type I whereas type 11
is less numerous.

Fibula under the catalogue number
2 (PL. I, 2) is known in the scientific
literature as a variant of Alesia fibula — the

Ljubljana type.!”7 It is characterized by a
tubular hinge wider than the bow which is
not decorated and it mildly tapers towards
the foot with a flat vertical plate at the end.
The fibula from Asseria is very similar to a
specimen from Lubljana which is dated to
the period from 50 to 25/20 BC on the
basis of the circumstances of the

discovery.!® The provenance of this type
may be in northern Italy and the researches
in this region may contribute to its more
precise definition. Such fibulae are quite
rare; namely except for two examples from
Lubljana, only two fibulae from the

Roman Gaul region!® can be assigned to
this group and they have somewhat more
massive bow than the aforementioned
examples.

Group consisting of five fibulae
(cat. no. 3—7) belong to so—called multiply
segmented fibulae which are formed by
accepting and combining some elements of
Aucissa fibulae (construction of the
mechanism for pin fastening, decoration at
the foot terminal) and the Nertomarus or
Langton Down fibula type (bow). Their

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raznolikost u obliku i ukrasu, te su stoga
u svim tipologijama podijeljene u vise
varijanti.20

Pojava tog tipa stavlja se u 2.
cetvrtinu 1. st., a kasnije varijante, kojima je
karakteristika usporen razvoj, odnosno
zadrzavanje oblika i ukrasa, traju kroz 2. st.
U materijalu iz Aserije zastupljene su tri
varijante tipa.

Proizvodnja  varijante?!  kojoj
pripadaju fibule pod brojem 3 (T. I, 3) i 4
(T. I, 4) zapoc€inje od Tiberijeva (14.-37.)
vremena, najbrojnije su u doba Klaudija
(41.-54.) 1 Nerona (54.-68.), a prestaju se
proizvoditi u  Vespazijanovo doba
(69.-79.). U Augstu i1 Kaiseraugstu su
najbrojnija varijanta tipa, dok su na
podrucju Galije, premda brojne, nesto
slabije zastupljene u usporedbi s nekim
drugim varijantama (Feugere 23c i d). U
materijalu iz Sulza fibule poput nasih
pripadaju u tip Bl, koji se datira u
klaudijsko—vespazijansko  vrijeme.22
Nalazi iz Hiiffingena idu u tip Rieckhoff

forms and ornaments are very diverse
which is why they are classified into

several variants in all typologies.20

This type probably emerged in the
second quarter of the 1st century. The later
variants which are characterized by slow
development i.e. retaining the same form and
ornament, last throghout the 2nd century.
There are three variants of this type in the
material from Asseria.

The production of the variant?!
encompassing the fibulae under the numbers 3
(P1. 1, 3) and 4 (PL I, 4) started from the reign of
Tiberius (14-37) and they were most numerous
during the reigns of Claudius (41-54) and Nero
(54-68). Their production ceased during the
reign of Vespasian (69—79). They are the most
numerous variant of the type in August and
Kaiseraugust whereas in the Gaul region they
are quite numerous, but not as much as some
other variants (Feugére 23c and d). In the
material from Sulz fibulae resembling our
specimens were classified as the type B1, dated

to the reigns of Claudius and Vespasian.22
Finds from Hiiffingen can be assigned to the

broju ovog Casopisa objavio jednu fibulu
tog tipa iz Aserije, koja je, kao grobni
nalaz, pronadena 2002. god., a pokazuje
veliku bliskost s naSim primjercima.
Jedina je razlika S§to novopronadeni
primjerak ima bo¢ne dodatke na pocetku i
na kraju luka.2>

Primjerke poput naSih nalazimo 1
na podru¢jima na kojima je tip slabije
zastupljen, kao na  primjer u
sjeverozapadnoj Spanjolskoj,  gdje
nalazimo jedan primjerak te varijante
(Lacabe 26.3.a).26 Od salonitanskih fibula
toga tipa dvije su i1 oblikom 1 ukrasom jako
slicne ovima iz Aserije; luk je ukraSen s tri
uzduzna rebra od kojih je srediSnje
najistaknutije, noga je na dijelu uz luk
najSira 1 suZzava se prema profiliranom
zavrsetku noge.2’

Znacajka fibule pod kataloSkim
brojem 5 (T. I, 5) blago je izvijen luk
ukraSen popre¢nim rebrima nepravilno
rasporedenima cijelom duzinom luka, a
ukras je na kraju noge smanjen. Razlika se
kod ove fibule u odnosu na prethodne dvije
svodi na upravo nalin ukraSavanja luka.
Tip je najbolje zastupljen na podrucju koje

type Rieckhoff B1.23 According to the
typological classification of the fibulae from
Titelberg our fibulae under the numbers 3 and 4
would be classified as the type 28b (hinged

longitudinally moulded fibulae).24 Maurizio
Buora published a fibula of the same type from
Asseria (found in 2002 as a grave find) which is
very similar to our specimens in the previous
issue of this journal. The only difference is that
this newly found example has lateral extensions

at the beginning and the end of the bow.25
Specimens resembling ours can also
be found in the regions where this type is not
so common, e.g. in north—western Spain,
where we can find one example of this variant

(Lacabe 26.3.a).26 Two Salonitan fibulae of
this type are very similar to the specimens
from Asseria in terms of form and ornament;
the bow is decorated with three longitudinal
ribs, the mid-rib being the most strongly
pronounced, the foot is the widest near the
bow and it tapers towards the moulded foot

terminal.2”

Characteristics of the fibula under the
catalogue number 5 (PL. I, 5) are slightly arched
bow which is decorated with transversal ribs
distributed irregularly along the bow, and the
ormament at the end of the foot is somewhat
smaller. The difference between this fibula and
the two aforementioned specimens is exactly in
the manner of ornamentation of the bow. This
type is distributed most densely in the region of

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je zauzimala rimska provincija Galija, te
rajnsko  podrucje. Datiraju se od
klaudijevsko—neronskog doba do polovice
2. st. po. Kr. Pripada tipu Gaspar 30a,28
Riha 5.6,29 Feugére 23b,30 Sabina
Rieckhoff ih izdvaja u grupu zglobnih
fibula profilirana luka, grupa C.3! Medu
sisaCkim fibulama samo jedna odgovara
toj varijanti, premda su viSestruko
ra$¢lanjene fibule dobro zastupljene.32

Zglobne fibule kojima luk nije
profiliran, ve¢ gladak, naj¢es¢e posrebren
i ukrasen urezivanjem (kat. br.

Vrhovi su zavrSavali kruznim
dodatcima s urezanim kruznicama.

the Roman province of Gaul and the Rhine
region. They are dated to the period from the
Claudian—Neronian era to the mid-2nd century

AD. It belongs to the type Gaspar 30a,28 Riha

5.6,29 Feugére 23b.30 Sabina Rieckhoff separates
them into a group of hinged fibulae with moulded

bow, group C.31 Only one fibula from Sisak
corresponds to this variant, though multiply

segmented fibulae are well represented.32
Hinged fibulae which do not have
moulded, but smooth bow, usually
silver—plated and ornamented by incising (cat.
no. 6, 7, PL. 1, 6, 7) belong to the group Gaspar

31a,33 Rieckhoff-Pauli C3. They reach peak
production during the Flavian period, and
analogous specimens can be found mostly in

the western parts of the Empire.34

Rhomboid fibula with circular
extensions on the points is the only of the kind
found in Asseria (cat. no. 8, Pl. I, 8). The
central part is raised and it was filled with
enamel. The points ended in circular
extensions with incised circles.

Kurt Exner classified rhomboid
fibulae in his typology of enamelled
fibulae into several variants of the type

characteristics.3¢ Astrid Bohme classifies them

as the type 41h37 In the typology for the
southern Gaul region they are defined as the

type Feugére 26d1.38 Erice Romana Lacabe
who analyzed fibulae in north—western Spain
provided a list and distribution map showing
that though they were few in number they were
distributed across a wide region.3® They were
classified as a special group Lacabe 29.1 and
dated from the Flavian period to the second half

of the 2nd century.#0 Nicolas Gaspar treats them
as the group 44 within which he distinguishes
three types and seven variants dated from the
reign of Tiberius to the beginning of the 2nd
century. Fibulae similar to ours correspond to

the variant Gaspar 44cl.4! At the site of
Martigny they were dated to the 1st century
whereas in Augusta they were classified as the

type 7.11 and dated to the 2nd century.4?
Maurizio Buora in his study of the
fibulae from the Museum in Udine
emphasized the importance of distinguishing
rhomboid fibulae as a separate type, of the
analysis of the variants within this type and
making a detailed distribution map. He
suggested typological division of the type into
three variants,*3 and they were dated to the
second half of the 1st and early 2nd centuries

on the basis of the grave goods.44

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Primjerci fibula koji pripadaju tipu
romboidnih fibula na veéini su lokaliteta
ukraseni na nacin da su na krajevima duze
osi tri kruzna dodatka. Takav je slucaj s
fibulom iz Madarske,4> iz Spanjolske,40
Francuske,4” Udina,*8 Siska,® Dacije,°
a medusobno se razlikuju i ukrasom,
odnosno oblikom ¢elije na sredini fibule,
prema ¢emu ih Maurizio Buora dijeli na
varijante.5! Dvije fibule iz Titelberga,52
datirane u 1. i pocetak 2. st., i jedna iz
Avenchesa, datirana u drugu polovicu 1.
st.,53 dimenzijama, ukrasom i oblikom
bliske su nasoj fibuli.

Fibule u obliku slova (kat. br. 9, T.
I, 9) javljaju se i traju tijekom 2. st., au 3.
st. izlaze iz uporabe. Najvise su
zastupljene na podrucju =zapadnih 1
sjevernih granica Carstva, a na ostalim
podru¢jima javljaju se sporadi¢no.>*

Specimens of the fibulae belonging to
the rhomboid type at most sites have
ornaments in form of three circular extensions
at the ends of the longer axis. Fibula from

Hungary has identical ornamentation,*> as
well as the examples from Spain,*¢ France,4’

Udine,*® Sisak,49 Dacia,>0 and they differ in
the form of the panel in the centre of the
fibula, which was a criterion for their

classification by Maurizio Buora.’! Two

fibulae from Titelberg,5? dated to the 1st and
early 2nd centuries, and a specimen from
Avenches dated to the second half of the Ist

century>3 are similar to our fibula in their
dimensions, ornaments and form.

Fibulae in the shape of the letters of
the alphabet (cat. no. 9, P1. II, 9) emerge and
last throughout the 2nd century, and in the
3rd century they were no longer used. They
are most numerous at the western and
northern frontiers of the Empire, and they
can be found in other regions only

sporadically.>* The letters S M N and P are

most frequent, or a monogram.”> Specimens
resembling our fibula are classified as the
type 48, variant 48c by A. Bohme. This type
encompasses S—shaped fibulae with
decorated ends.

SnaZzno profilirane fibule datiraju

Fibulae shaped like different objects
can be classified as a separate group. They
were produced in the shape of a shoe sole,
amphora, axe, instruments and other utensils.
They are dated to the 2nd century, and they

were used throughout the 3rd century.>® Our
axe—shaped specimen (cat. no. 10, P1. II, 10)
is ornamented with incised intersecting lines
which represent a cord used to fasten the axe
to the handle. They belong to a large group of
fibulae for which there is a typology within
the type for some regions. There are different

datings for this group,>” but the axe—shaped
type is dated to the 2nd century at several sites
so we will also apply the same dating. Great
number of such fibulae were found at the site
of Porolissum indicating that they may have

been produced there.>8

“Kraftig profilierte” fibulae are dated
from the early 1st to the mid—3rd centuries
and they developed from the late La Téne

fibula, form Almgren 65.59 They were
defined by Oscar Almgren within group IV

and classified into several types.f0 In the
recent studies of this type it was discovered
that there are variants which exhibit
chronological and regional differences.

Five fibulae of this type were found in
Asseria and they can be classified into two
groups. The first group encompasses fibulae
with elliptical cross—section of the head,

tijelo, a kuglasti, odnosno profilirani ukras
na kraju noge izdignut je prema gore (kat.
br. 11112, T. II, 11, 12). Morfoloski se vezu
uz Okorag tip, no razlikuju se presjekom
glave koji je kod Okorag tipa plocast, dok je
kod nasih primjeraka elipsast.

curved body and uplifted spherical i.e.
moulded ornament at the end of the foot (cat.
no. 11 and 12, P1. 11, 11, 12). Morphologically
it can be related to the Okorag type but they
have different cross—sections of the head: on
the Okorag type it is flat, and on our examples
elliptical. Remza Kos¢evi¢ classified such

fibulac from Sisak into a separate group.6!
They are quite numerous in the southern part of
the province of Pannonia which gave them the
name southern Pannonian “kraftig profilierte”

fibulae.92 They are also present in the regions
of the provinces of Dalmatia®3 and Dacia, and

somewhat less frequent in Noricum.%4 They
were dated to the second half of the 1st century

considering the finds from necropolises®> and
they represent the final phase of the “kraftig
profilierte” fibulae with the head plate.
Specimens without the head plate developed
after this phase lasting up to the first half of the
3rd century in some places.

The second group consisting of four
fibulae (cat. no. 1316, PIL. II, 13, 14, P1. III,
15, 16) represents the early form of “kraftig

U logorima iz
vremena Augusta nema ih, a u onima iz doba
Flavijevaca javljaju se sporadi¢no. Prema
nalazima iz Sulza, Sabina Rieckhoff-Pauli®’
stavlja ih u vrijeme Tiberija, Klaudija i Nerona.

Izdvaja se fibula pod kataloskim
brojem 13, kojoj nedostaje dio noge i drzac te
spirala, no na osnovi sacuvanoga mogli bismo
je povezati sa serijom fibula iz Udina koje se
datiraju u drugu polovicu 1. st.”! Sli¢ne su i
seriji potvrdenoj na germansko-retskom
limesu, brojnim nalazima datiranim u
klaudijsko—vespazijansko vrijeme.”?

Sidraste fibule razvijaju se krajem

sve do kraja 3. st.”3 Javljaju se u isto¢nim

profilierte” fibulae, present on a wide

region®® from the early 1st century.
Characteristics of this early phase of “kraftig
profilierte” fibulae are almost rhomboid head
with flat cross—section, short bow, catch—plate
with two regular circular perforations. Fibulae
of this type with one or two circular
perforations occur abundantly in the camps in
Upper Germania and Raetia, whereas in the
regions of Noricum, Dacia and Moesia they
are not that common. They were not found in
the camps from the Augustan era, and they
appear only sporadically in the camps from
the Flavian era. Sabina Rieckhoff—Pauli dates
them to the reigns of Tiberius, Claudius and

Nero regarding the finds from Sulz.%7 Fibula
of this type was found in Lubljana in an
incineration grave with coins of Tiberius and
Claudius,%8 in Sempeter two specimens were
discovered with coins of Nerva and
Domitian.®® This fibula type from the
necropolises in the valley of the Una River
were dated to the beginning of the phase VI
(10/20-110).70

Fibula under the catalogue number 13
is quite special. It misses a part of the foot, the
catch—plate and the spring but judging from
the preserved part we may relate it to a series
of fibulae from Udine dated to the second half
of the 1st century.’! They are also similar to a
series which was confirmed on the
German—Raetian limes and dated to the period

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dijelovima Carstva, najviSe se javljaju na
podrucju provincija Dalmacije, Panonije 1
Dacije. U Panoniji su fibule tog tipa
zastupljenije u juznim dijelovima, a za
dacko podrucje karakteristicne su u
sredisnjem i juznom dijelu provincije.”4
Fibule s naseg podruc¢ja imaju pravokutnu
zaglavnu plocicu.

Tipologija unutar toga tipa nije
razvijena, premda je moguce razlikovati
viSe osnovnih varijanti s obzirom na
oblikovanje luka. Fibula iz Aserije (kat.
br. 17, T. III, 17) mogla bi se okvirno
svrstati u skupinu sidrastih fibula s
raskovanom pravokutnom plocicom iza
zadebljanja na luku,”5 no samo okvirno jer
pokazuje neke specificnosti u oblikovanju
luka, koji je raskovan i tanak, poseban je i
oblik zadebljanja na luku, visok Cetvrtast
drzac igle, te u obliku ukrasa na zavrSetku
noge. Sidrasta se fibula prema tim
elementima veze uz jednu varijantu
snazno profiliranih fibula kakve su se
proizvodile u Sisku,’® a javljaju se i u
Saloni.”’

Lukovicaste su fibule, premda ih se
poglavito drzi dijelom vojnicke opreme,
nosili 1 civili, i to ne samo muskarci kao
oznaku drustvenog polozaja ve¢ i zene i
djeca, Sto je posvjedoCeno prikazima i
grobnim nalazima.’® Taj, najbrojniji tip
kasnoantickih  fibula, =zastupljen na
podrucju cijeloga Rimskog Carstva od

from Claudius to Vespasian on the basis of

numerous finds.”2

Anchor—shaped fibulae developed at
the end of the 1st century from the “kraftig
profilierte” fibulae and they lasted until the

end of the 3rd century.”3 They appear in the
eastern parts of the Empire, mostly in the
regions of the provinces of Dalmatia,
Pannonia and Dacia. Fibulae of this type are
more numerous in the southern parts of
Pannonia. In the region of Dacia they are
characteristic of the central and southern parts

of the province.”# Fibulae from our region
have rectangular head plate.

Typology within this type is not
developed though it is possible to distinguish
several basic variants regarding the rendering
of the bow. The fibula from Asseria (cat. no.
17, P1. 111, 17) may broadly be classified as an
anchor—shaped fibula with flat rectangular

plate behind the thickening on the bow,”> but
only very broadly because it shows certain
particularities in the rendering of the bow
which is flattened and thin, the shape of the
thickening on the bow is also specific as well
as the tall rectangular catch—plate and the form
of the ornament at the end of the foot. These
elements connect the anchor—shaped fibula
with a variant of the “kraftig profilierte”

fibulae produced in Sisak,’® which were also
found in Salona.”’

Crossbow fibulae are usually
considered as a part of the military
equipment but they were also worn by
civilians, and not only by men as a symbol of
social status, but also by women and children
which is confirmed by depictions and grave

goods.”8 This most numerous type of the late
antique fibulae was widespread throughout
the Roman Empire from the mid-3rd to the
first half of the 5th centuries and it developed

into several basic types.”? One out of two
crossbow fibulae from Asseria is almost
completely preserved (cat. no. 19, P1. 111, 19)
whereas the other (cat. no. 18, Pl. III, 18)
misses the head so that the ornament on the
foot is the only indicator of the type it
belongs to. Groups of lines spreading
triangularly near the edge of the foot
combined with impressed circles represent an
ornament found on the fibulae of the type

Keller/Prottel 2B i 3/4B.80 More precise
determination is impossible since the
bulb—shaped knobs were not preserved.
Ornament on the foot of the other fibula (cat.
no. 19) consists of strictly linear motifs
fashioned in the same way as on the
aforementioned one, only without the
impressed circles which is why, besides some
other characteristics, it can be classified as
the type Keller/Prottel 2B and 3/4B. They
can be dated to the 4th century, example
under the number 19 to the first half, and the
most precise dating for the example under the
number 19 is the 4th century since it could
have belonged to two types.

The results of analyses of fibulae from
Asseria indicate that the most numerous types
can be dated to the 1st century, with the
greatest number of the Aucissa type which
was used very frequently from the beginning
of the Ist century. All other types are far less
numerous. Out of other types, those
belonging to the 1st century are better
represented (the Alesia type is dated to the last
quarter of the 1st century BC, variants of the
so—called multiply moulded fibulae; hinged
fibulae with longitudinally moulded bow,
with transversely moulded bow and with
smooth bow are all dated to the Ist century,
and the “kraftig profilierte” fibulae can be
dated to the second half of the 1st century).

Rhomboid and axe-shaped fibulae
and the ones shaped like the letters of the
alphabet can be dated to the 2nd century.
Anchor—shaped fibula belongs to the same
chronological framework but it was still used
in the beginning of the 3rd century. Two
crossbow fibulae are dated to the 4th century.
Fibulae that were found during the new
excavations were dated to a wide
chronological range — from the Ist to 6/7
centuries. In the new material there are some
types that were not recorded in the material
from the Archaeological Museum in Split
such as fibula of the Middle La Téne scheme,
enamelled fibula, bird—shaped fibula, fibula

with returned foot and cruciform fibula.8!

In the total number of the published
fibulae from Asseria early imperial types are
dominant, to be precise Aucissa fibulae are
very numerous, as on most Roman—era sites.
In terms of typology the material is quite
diverse, containing a considerable amount of
various types dated to the period from the 1st
to 7th centuries.
